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SOCIAL SECURITY- IT PAYS TO WAIT

§ Social Security is the single largest source of
income for a majority of Americans over age 65,
™ making up about 40% of the average retiree’s

4 income. When to start receiving your Social
Security benefits may be one of the biggest
_financial decisions you will make in retirement.
The age at which you elect to start has a

# tremendous impact on your monthly income and
lifetime benefits. Per the Social Security
Administration, in 2016, 56% of men claimed before their full retirement age, as did
62% of women. In many cases, though, this is not the best choice.

There are compelling reasons to wait until 70 to start receiving Social Security.
Social Security is probably the best lifetime annuity you can get. The benefit amount is
calculated based on two primary factors—your highest 35 years of earnings and the
age you elect to start receiving benefits:

o At full retirement age (“FRA”), you receive 100% of your calculated benefit.

o If you start earlier than FRA, the monthly payout is lower to compensate
for the additional time you will receive benefits.

e Ifyou start later than FRA, you receive an 8% higher monthly benefit for
each year you delay.

e You can’'t earn delayed credits beyond age 70; therefore, there is no
advantage to waiting until after age 70 to start collecting benefits.

The probability of a 62-year old man, woman and at least one of a
married couple living to’various ages.

The breakeven age is 76 for waiting until full retirement age versus
starting at 62.

The breakeven age is 80 for waiting until 70 versus starting at full
retirement age.

Two more points:

Those who live a reall Ionq life are most at risk for outliving their
assets. Maximizing Socia SecurltY benefits by waiting until age
70 provides longevity insurance. 1n the illustration above, the
monthly benefit will be $4,672 if started at age 70, compared to only
$2,147'if started at age 62.

For a married couple, it may be even more im;)ortant for the
spouse with hl%her benefits to wait until a.ct;e 0 to start. The
reason is that if the spouse with higher benefits dies first, the survivin
spouse will be able to switch to receiving payments based on 100% o
the deceased spouse’s benefits.
